In 2024, North West CDC continues to strengthen our five
communities — Caring, Healthy, Sustainable, Inclusive,
and Learning by enhancing our programmes to better
serve our North West community.

We achieved much through key collaborations with our
stakeholders, such as successfully rolling out Project
Sama Sama @ North West, a new assistance programme
which leverages on self-service vending machines to
provide sustained support and connecting those who
can give with those in need. On healthy living, the second
edition of Healthy Living Festival @ North West brought
families together to bond through various wellness
activities, while the inaugural Street Dance @ North West
engaged our youths through their interest in dancing —
encouraging residents to lead an active lifestyle.

We also ramped up our efforts in engaging our

North West school partners through several green
programmes to encourage sustainability habits and
instil eco-awareness from young, as well as cultivating
volunteerism through North West Youth Assembly,
where young volunteers play an important role in leading
community projects to create meaningful impact and
gain valuable community service experience.

@ North West

In collaboration with SPH Media and Auresys
Pte Ltd, Project Sama Sama @ North West
offers timely and sustained support to less-
privileged residents in the North West District.
Supported by community and corporate
sponsors, the programme provides eligible
residents with a monthly $20 credit to redeem
essential items, such as food, toiletries, hygiene
products, and cleaning supplies, from vending
machines stocked with daily necessities.

First launched in Zhenghua, it has since
expanded to Woodgrove, Nee Soon South and
Canberra divisions in the North West District,
with more planned for in 2025.

The North West Sustainability Festival brought
together schools, community groups, and
corporates in a 3-day festival focusing on

Food Sustainability. Highlights included

fruit enzyme cleaners by Woodlands Ring
Secondary students, e-recipes and eco poetry
from Unity Secondary School, and a Food
Rescue distribution by Zhenghua Grassroots
Organisations (GROs). Other activities featured
green workshops, chef demonstrations and zero
waste cooking contests.

The vibrant farmers market showcased 15 local
vendors selling fresh produce and artisanal
foods. The festival educated and engaged the
community on sustainable food practices and
their role in environmental conservation.
